East Nashville is eerily similar to what is happening in the church today. In my 14 years as your
district superintendent, the landscape has changed immeasurably. We have entered a unique time in
history. While the implications of this uniqtieme we are living in have become clearer over the
past decade, there is a growing sense that we have only begun to catch a glimpse of the realities
going forward. Things will never be the same!

It has been the growing awareness that our effectivéméiss North American church
continues to diminish that has led us to make church revitalization a priority on the N.W. Indiana
district. | must confess that the results have been mixed. | hasten to add that there are pastors who
have given themselves wieheartedly to the revitalization effort, sometimes at personal cost.

No church will be allocated more than 20% of Line A (Amount Rafigedll Purposes) for
all fund allocations. Any reduction in excess of 20% should be proportionately divided among all
funds.
In the event the formula generates no fund allocations for a local church, the District Finance
Committee will assign an appnogte fund amount.
Recognizing the need to evaluate the fund allocation process, the District Advisory Board
took the following action as it relates to fund allocations for assembly years2P087 200&009
and 20092010:
All district fund allocationgor the 20072008, 200&009 and 2002010 assembly years

will be calculated using the current General Church formula less 10% across the board with a
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10% floor (i.e. no church would be allocated

all purposs) except in cases where the formula results in fund allocation less than 10%

raised for all purposes.

For churches where the General Church formula results in less than 10% raised for all
purposes for fund allocations, no adjustments will be made.

Eachchurch is to submit a monthly report to the District Office of all monies raised and
spent for the month.

3. NewsStart churches and ReStart churches follow these district fund policies:

After the launch of NewStart churchiea tithe (10 percent) oflancome is to be given to
others according to the following allotments: 3 percent to World Evangelism Fund, 3 percent to
District Unified Fund, 2 percent to Education Fund, 2 percent to Pensions & Benefits Fund. This
tithe should be sent to the appriape treasurer on a weekly basis. This policy will apply to the
church until the start of the fiscal church year following the year the church is officially organized.
At that time, the church will have funds allocated according to the normal formula.

ReStart churches the formula for determining fund payments will be the same as all other
organized churches on the district, with the exception that a maximum of 10 percent of Line A
(amount raised for all purposes) will apply when determining fund dilkoxsa Any reduction in
excess of 10 percent should be proportionately divided among all the funds. This policy will apply to
the church until the start of the fiscal church year following the year the church is officially
reorganized. At that time, thédwrch will have funds allocated according to the normal formula.

4. The District Superintendent is given the authority to work with local churches that are
having difficulty paying their fund allocations. This may mean a reduction of fundsatadios or

designing a plan to encourage consistent giving by local churches.
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5. All funds are paid in full by the close of the church year March 31, 2010. Each church
should develop a consistent giving plan to pay all funds in full.

7. Ministerial Support and Benevolence: The Word of God is clear at the point of the
congregation's care for the material needs of pastors, "The laborer is worthy of his wages" (I Timothy
5:18). The following recommendations provide a beginning poirthéotocal church to use in
making arrangements for the salary and benefit package for the pastor. The Finance Committee has
carefully reviewed each item. We recommend that the church board carefully consider
implementation of these recommendations paraof its decision in this important area. We
recommend that:

a. The pastor's salary and expense allowance be carefully reviewed by the church board at
least once per year, and that the district superintendent's salary and paid district emplayge's s
and expense be carefully reviewed by the District Finance Committee at least once per year, with

consideration given to the current co$tliving (5.8 percent) plus a merit increase, and that a
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minimum of $450 per week be established for-fule pastors. The secretary of the church board
shall report to the district superintendent the action taken by the church board at the time of the
review.

b. The pastor be reimbursed a minimum of .55 cents per mile for the use of his/her
automobile in burchrelated business. This reimbursement is to be reported under local church
expense (column 5 on the annual report) and not as pastor's salary or benefits.

c. Realizing the limitations of the basic pension program, under the Nazarene Pensions
and Benéts, a need still exists for additional retirement for ministers who earn their full livelihood
from the ministry. The Church of the Nazarene, under a goverrappnbved tassheltered annuity,
has such a plan known as the Nazarene Retirement Prograsiéléered annuity) for ministers and
lay employees of the Church of the Nazarene. Therefore, we recommend that every local church
participate in the Nazarene Retirement Programgleettered annuity) for its ministers. We further
recommend that eachdal church contribute a minimum of 5 percent of the amount of the pastors'
weekly salary to the Nazarene Retirement Program and that the pastor have the privilege of adding to
it from his/her salary.

d. Because the pastor is obligated to attend latistrict, regional, and general meetings,
we recommend that the church pay all expenses of both the pastor and spouse to attend these
meetings.

e. Our ministers cooperate in the social security program and the district pay to the
district superintender#ind each church pays to its pastor and evangelists an amount equivalent, when
possible, to the full amount of their social security tax. Since it is mandatory to include housing
allowance or fair rental value of the parsonage, in calculating a mingierd security, that this be

considered in the amount given by both the district to the district superintendent and the church to its
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pastors and evangelists. In the event of a pastoral change during the year, the social security tax
should be proratefbr that portion of the year served.

f.f.The |l ocal church pay the pastor's and the
provided by the district insurance program, unless the pastor is covered by hospital insurance from
other employment. The localwtth should pay a maximum of $3,000 of the family medical
expenses not covered by the pastorodés and pastor
these same guidelines to the district superintendent.

g. Each local church progtes a parsonage and utilities or a housing allowance to cover
these items. If a housing allowance is given, it should be reported in column 1b of the annual
financial chart.

h. That the following vacation program be set up for our ministers servingstse
(applies to assembly year):

Any pastor, including the district superintendent, who desires to take part or all of
his/her vacation between Sundays must count the days as vacation time. Pastors who prefer
including Sundays shall honor the followgi minimum schedule:

(1) Those who have served for up to 5 years be granted two weeks vacation with full
salary (two Sundays).

(2) Those having served from 6 to 12 years be granted three weeks vacation with full
salary (three Sundays).

(3) Those hving served 139 years be granted four weeks vacation with full salary
(four Sundays).

(4) Those having served 228 years be granted five weeks vacation with full salary

(five Sundays).
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(5) Those having served 25 years or longer be granted skswaeation with full
salary (six Sundays).

(6) Since the pastor is obligated on Sunday, he/she should be encouraged to take off
one day of his/her own choosing each week. If because of responsibilities the pastor cannot take a
day off, three days maye accumulated not affecting Wednesday or Sunday services.

i. The pastor and all fulime pastoral staff who have served at least seven consecutive
years in the same church, and every seventh year thereafter, be eligible for a minimum of one month
paidsabbatical leave to be arranged by the church board and pastor.

J. An expression of love and appreciation be shown the pastor by giving him/her one or
two weeks pay as a Christmas gift.

k. Each church make provision for a General Assembly expendestuthat the pastor
can attend the 2009 General Assembly and that this time not be considered time off.

8. Miscellaneous

a. All local treasurers of all departments use the services of a banking system, making
payments by check only. The accounts|dilin the name of the local church. Each Sunday's
offerings are to be listed on triplicate forms so that the pastor, treasurer, and financial secretary can
be given a copy of all monies received.

Each church shall use a financial committee of at las persons to count all monies
received at its services, as ordered byMlamual 2005 ed.., par. 129.22.

b. No congregation be granted permission to go into debt or hire any staff until it has
shown its ability and willingness to pay all of its obligase local, district, and general, and carry
the additional payments on the debt under construction, in harmony with policiesMarnbaland

the District Advisory Board.
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c. Senior pastors retiring on the Northwest Indiana District shall be eligibMedicare
Supplement Health Insurance at District Expense, at age 65, on the following basis:
(1) Onethird after 10 consecutive years of service on Northwest Indiana District
immediately prior to retirement.
(2) Two-thirds after 20 years of sece on Northwest Indiana District immediately
prior to retirement.
(3) Full coverage after 30 years of service on Northwest Indiana District immediately
prior to retirement.
The entitlement to supplemental insurance shall apply, regardless oéthigenship
or the residence of the retired senior pastor, but the benefit shall be limited to the amount to which
the senior pastor would be entitled if he or she lived on the Northwest Indiana District and capped at
the Indiana AARP rates as of January204r the current rate at time of entitlement eligibility for
those who become eligible after January 2009.
